Update on Status of KFS
CSU and Delta are still planning their 7/1/09 implementation of KFS 3.0.  In last Friday’s KFS Board call, CSU expressed issues with performance testing, which are probably related to the application not their environment.  They consider the issue a show-stopper.  The Board agreed that CSU success is so important that we should divert resources from the delivery of the 7/31 public release if needed.  

We reiterated that the 3.0 release for partners is already delivered.  We still plan on a 7/31/09 public release, but this won’t include year-end processing and depreciation, which will be delivered in October.

The community should understand that these final testing and tuning activities are common in any implementation.

Communication is key here to address rumors, and the Board suggested that Jim and Kathleen send a communication to Kuali-All-Hands updating them on the progress.  (They might include information such as the back button absence on the browser was a design issue and not a bug.)  Also, we might ask Jim to do a daily blog over the next 4 weeks to address these rumor-mill issues.
